Cawdor SWRI


The Cawdor Institute of the Scottish Women's Rural Institutes celebrated its 80th Birthday this Autumn, having been founded in 1928, some eleven years after the international movement began.   The movement was founded to provide companionship, help, advice and support to country women in the bleak days of the First World War.   In those days countrywomen were often isolated, most of them did not work outside the farm or home, and transport was limited.   The monthly meetings provided a lifeline in rural areas where women could get together.


The organisation has much the same aims today, though it has moved into the 21st Century, embracing the technological age, but still providing the friendship and support as envisioned by the founders.   There is a very wide range of activities on offer, from social gatherings to classes in everything from cookery to handcrafts to gardening and almost anything else you can think of.


Cawdor celebrated its birthday with 'An Evening of Eastern Delight' in Cawdor Community Centre, when more than 80 members from neighbouring institutes, along with other invited guests, were treated to a supper with an eastern theme, and entertainment by Nairn belly dancing troupe - 'The Tribal Misfits'.    Everyone thoroughly enjoyed the display of exotic dancing, and the wonderful costumes, some were even brave enough to have a go, donning the traditional hip scarves with tinkling coins and sequins.


Cawdor SWRI meet in Cawdor Community Centre on the last Wednesday of every month from September to April, with the exception of December.  New members and visitors are always very welcome.
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
