There will be an exciting variety of workshops for each 
day with new and local artists  - including textiles (weaving, dyeing, 
felting, knitting, stitching, applique),  ceramics and mosaics, woodland 
arts, software for photoshop, short-film making, comic-strips and 
animation. There will also be opportunities to discuss workshop content 
with the artists and worksheets will be provided.
