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Cawdor Heritage Group





In the Autumn of 1991, Dan Morrison and the late Reg King gave a presentation in the Village Hall entitled “Cawdor the way it was”.  There was such a demand for tickets that they had to lay on a repeat performance.  Following this a number of people interested in the history of the area got together to form the Cawdor Heritage Group.  Since then, meetings have been held at 7.30pm on the third Wednesday of most winter months at which speakers are invited to talk about some aspect of local history or a subject of significance to the area.





By registering as a Scottish Educational Charity (No SCO19919) the group found it easier to attract funds with which to buy historical records and the means of displaying them.





These records include – Kirk Session Minutes 1719-1828; Old Parish Registers for 7 local parishes recording baptisms and marriages up to 1855 when civil registration became compulsory; Census Records for 7 local parishes between 1841 and 1901; Copies of School Admission Records, Valuation Rolls, e.t.c.  The group has compiled a detailed survey of the old churchyards at Barevan and Cawdor.  All this information has proved useful in dealing with numerous family and local history enquiries.


Records of more recent events, articles and photographs have been collected including “Jimmy Clark’s Diaries 1912-1962.





The group has an arrangement with Nairn Museum which stores and makes available copies of many of the records which relate not only to Cawdor parish but also to adjacent ones including Nairn, Ardclach, Auldern, Croy, Petty and Ardersier.





Meetings in the new Cawdor Community Centre are usually followed by an informal chat over tea and biscuits, when it is hoped the audience will provide more information about the area or have some of their queries answered.  Membership is £7 for the calendar year.  Non members are charged £1.50 per meeting.





Many of you will have heard of a few hiccups with the bookings.  Please rest assured that these have been rectified.  Should anyone have further problems please contact the committee directly and we will ensure they are addressed.
