Dearest in Christ,

Praise the Lord!! Jos has been quiet these days as far as the uprising and killings are concerned, but this is not to say everything is completely ok. There are attacks here and there and of course killings in some corners and villages. Overall though, we can thank God for quiet and relative peace. I was able to go through one of the places that was considered a "danger zone" or "no go area" for Christians. Thank you very much for praying and for checking how we are.
Work has been going on with the few teams working and the limited resources at hand. We continue to praise the Lord because He continues to use us to be relevant in many lives as we speak in churches, counsel people and administer HIV screening to many. I was with a woman today who couldn't turn up to collect her test result on Sunday because she was taking care of her father-in-law in a hospital. She came with no expectation that her test result would be positive because she had a baby 3 years back and her ante-natal HIV result was negative - no cause for alarm. I couldn't control my tears when she learnt of the result I gave her and started crying, narrating the kind of life she has been through and the struggle to make ends meet - and now the challenge of living with HIV. We have had many such lamentations in the many churches we have visited since my last update a few weeks back. We have reached 2,754 people, have tested 1,030 out of which 33 tested positive and have since been registered in the various health facilities we partner with. Our joy was full by the end of September by which time our database for Plateau showed 330 people had given their lives to Christ for the first time through our work and 831 rededicated themselves to serve Him better. We are happy to report too that more teams have worked in the past weeks.
Let me thank you for your encouraging replies to my update every time it comes to you and to ask you to join us in prayer for the following as we see the Lord work with us in the coming weeks in partnership with you: 
We are trusting God for healing for one of our friends and supporters in Grace & Light Zambia , Zakka Chomock, who was diagnosed with cancer of the liver; also one of our new volunteers who had an accident a few days after our last training travelling with family: he lost his father and his sister and he has a spinal injury and his mother is also in the hospital with other complications. Pray that the Spirit of the Lord will touch them and bring them back to health.
Praise the Lord for the success of the training we had in September and for the new volunteers who are busy working. Ask the Lord to keep their zeal going.
We have more than ever believed that we need to start putting some blocks on the ground on our site because of four reasons, of which I will give you just one. Our present office location is at the edge of one of the "no go areas;" during the last crisis we were either trapped in the office and unable to go home easily or we just couldn't go to the office for days. With this a lot of our members and visitors were not prepared to come to us. We are trusting God to raise about four million Naira (£16,000 or $25,000) which we believe will build a 4 bedroom house. This would eventually be staff quarters but can be used for office accommodation until we are able to build the real office block. Please pray with us that God will raise givers and it will soon be a reality.
Continue to pray for our teams in Liberia, Sierra Leone and Zambia. that they will be strong and active.
Lastly, in my "to do" list, there is an arrangement for starting ministry in Cameroun in December, People there are ready and excited but funding to do that is a challenge; ask that the Lord will open doors for that.
Thank you for not getting tired. We continue to appreciate you for being there always.
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
